Freedom of Information Act 2000 – H Marking
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked for:
- any information and correspondence by any party which includes external and internal communication regarding the decision to position the disabled box and white line marking on Baslow Road as it relates to 388 East Park Road and 1 Baslow Road properties

Answer:
We assess each Advisory Disabled People Parking Permit (ADPPP) application by first checking that there is a Blue Badge holder resident at the property and a vehicle registered at the address. We check the location for suitability and to see if it would overlap other properties. 

We do not give out information about individual applications apart from when it is necessary to consult a neighbour where the disabled bay would overlap their property.  The information is exempt from release under section 40(2) (personal data), and this therefore constitutes a refusal notice under section 17 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.

The same process is followed for every application except that some require consultation with neighbours, and others do not (if the bay will not overlap the neighbours’ properties).
- any information regarding the decision making process and protocol regarding the allocation of disabled boxes on public streets from 2014-2017
- any policy or framework regarding the allocation of disabled boxes in place since 2014

With respect to the above 2 questions, a Report was approved by the City Council in 1995, which recommended that ADPPP markings be made generally available to disabled Badge holders who own or regularly use a car which is kept at their property.


- the number of disabled parking boxes allocated by Leicestershire County council since 2015 and of those how many were changed upon receiving representations from affected members of the public

Approximately 135 ADPPP markings have been marked by Leicester City Council since the beginning of 2015.  

We would have to manually trawl through every case to see if any of the markings had been altered after installation which would take over 18 hours to process this request.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

However, we do not usually change ADPPP markings once they are installed.  We aim to avoid this by assessing the location for its suitability before the bay is installed and make sure that any neighbours whose property would be overlapped by the ADPPP marking are consulted.  

In the case of 1, Baslow Road, the bay could be fitted within the frontage of 1, Baslow Road and therefore there was no need to consult other properties.

We do not hold information regarding the numbers of bays marked by Leicestershire County Council. Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

- the number of persons who currently deal with the allocation of disabled parking boxes

Five people are involved, but not on a full time basis as this is only part of their work.

- information about what would constitute a legitimate reason to move to reconsider the allocation of a disabled parking box

If a Blue Badge holder moves house
If the resident is no longer eligible for a Blue Badge
If there is no longer a vehicle registered to the property
The death of a Blue badge holder

If other parking restrictions are required at the location – this is usually only when a residents’ parking scheme is being considered.
