Your request for information has now been considered. 
You asked for:
When a Leicester City council employee with the job title "Admin and Business Support Officer" sign several different letters for different people in a more senior position with "PP" and the name of the person, where are the details of the " Per procurationem" registered? In other European countries pp has to be registered (ie companies at chamber of commerce )

We are not aware of any UK legal requirement to hold a register of such authorisations. When somebody signs using the pp convention, they are not exercising delegated authority (or any decision-making power at all). 
They are merely acting as a proxy for the rightful decision-maker; therefore, the Council does not hold this information.  

This letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
