Freedom of Information Act 2000 – cycle lanes
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council does not hold the information requested.

You asked:
Can you provide details of all the cycle lanes in the council's area? Specifically the extent of on-highway cycle lanes and advanced stop lines at junctions.

Dedicated paths and segregated cycling infrastructure isn't required: it's purely facilities in place on roads shared with other traffic.
I have seen the cycle maps produced (https://www.leicester.gov.uk/transport-and-streets/cycling-in-leicester/cycling-schemes/cycle-maps/) but this is not what I am requesting.

Answer: 

The location of cycle routes within the city can be found on our cycling maps which can be viewed at the above web address.
On-road cycle lanes are annotated on the map with red lines.

Road markings are replaced on a like for like basis.  We do not hold records of advance stop lines at junctions, therefore we are unable to provide a comprehensive list of their locations.  

This letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, the information requested is not held by Leicester City Council.
