Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

1. How many paid car parking spaces does the Council operate in the city?
On - street:  approx. 1200 spaces 

Off - street: 1638 spaces 

2. How many free car parking places does the Council operate in your city?

Off-street: there are 66 spaces for disabled parking for which there is no charge, as long as a blue badge is displayed. 

On-street:  there are no reserved spaces, but free parking is permitted for blue badge holders when displayed on car windscreen

3. How many free car parking spaces do you offer for low emission vehicles in your city?
There are no parking bays set aside for low emission vehicles. However,  there are currently 10 spaces for electric vehicles across 3 car parks, there is a charge to park, but no cost to recharge the car.
4. What is the lowest and highest cost for a 20 minute parking meter rate in your city? Can you share a list of streets this applies to?
There are no 20 minute parking spaces on or off-street.  The minimum charge for parking on-street is £1, but the time limits vary by area.  Within the Inner city £1 equates to 1 hour of parking, outer city, £1 equates to 2hrs and long stay 3hrs. Please see the attached on street parking order.
5. What is the lowest and highest cost for a 1 hour parking meter rate in your city? Can you share a list of streets this applies to?
Off-street: the minimum charge is £1, but depending in the location of the car park, £1 can buy parking for either 1 hour (car parks within the inner ring road) or 2 hours (car parks outside the inner ring road)

On Street: The minimum charge for parking on-street is £1, but the time limits vary depending on the area.  Inner city 1hr for £1, outer city 2hrs for £1 and long stay, 3hrs for £1
