I would like the date you were alerted to each incident in the first row. 

Could you then provide corresponding rows for: 
· length of time it took to move the travellers on

· cost in legal fees - to obtain and deliver directions to leave to travellers, and to obtain court date and summons to evict them

· cost of booking bailiffs and paying bailiffs to remove travellers

· cost of clean up after removal

· cost of target hardening/ improving defences to prevent travellers returning

· any additional costs

Could you also total the costs for each year and give the average number of time it took to move travellers on each year. 

Please find the relevant information attached.  

Please note our legal costs relate to court and bailiff costs only, we do not record officer time spent on each case. Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
