Could you please tell me in how many of the families you claimed for 'turning around' in the first phase of the Troubled Families Programme, via the crime / anti-social behaviour / education result (i.e. not the ‘continuous employment’ measure), the education element had become ‘neutral’ due to a child of concern leaving school during the course of the programme, and there being no other children in the household whose school attendance was required to improve in order to meet the ‘success’ criteria.

Answer: 1,002 claims for crime or anti-social behaviour or education success

2. Could you please also tell me in how many of the above cases the education measure becoming neutral was the only change that occurred in respect of the crime/anti-social behaviour/education result.
