1) Is it combustible?

Answer: 

· Residential Low Rise External Walls Insulations Systems (EWI) consists of:

a)
Rigid insulation boards (Phenolic or Enhanced EPS) mechanically fixed directly to the substrate walls.

b)
Cement based basecoat 1

c)
Reinforcing Mesh

d)
Cement based basecoats 2

e)
Dash render finishes.

· EWI systems are tested by the manufacturer’s for fire resistance and comply with current regulatory standards.

· EWI Systems conform to Part B (Fire Safety) of the Building Regulations. 

· The external surfaces of the system are classified as Class 0 or ‘low risk’ as defined in the national Building Regulations to burning and spread of flame.

2) Has it been tested for safety against fire?

As above:  

· EWI systems are tested by the manufacturer’s for fire resistance and comply with current regulatory standards.

· EWI Systems conform to Part B (Fire Safety) of the Building Regulations. 

3) Is it the same type as used in the Grenfell tower block?

· No. Residential Low Rise External Wall Insulation Systems (EWI) differ significantly from the Rain Screen cladding installed on the Grenfell Tower Block
