Please provide details of Leicester City Councils statutory duties under the Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005 and the agreement for works to be carried out. 

Copies of Fire Safety observations and recommendations carried out between 2005-2015

Answer: 
The Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005 applies to leaseholders in at least the following two ways.

1. To the extent that owner occupiers have control over their flat – as such the Order places a duty for them to take reasonable precautions

2. If the leaseholder is letting out the flat, they are a landlord and are therefore a “responsible person” with duties as defined under the order.

In relation to the City Councils duties I can answer as follows:

Article 5 of the Order explains that duties must be complied with by the responsible person and by any other person with control over the premises to the extent that the requirement relates to matters under his/her control. Further details of these duties are set out in Part 2 of the Order within articles 8 to 22 as follows:

Article 8.Duty to take general fire precautions
Article 9.Risk assessment
Article 10.Principles of prevention to be applied
Article 11.Fire safety arrangements
Article 12.Elimination or reduction of risks from dangerous substances
Article 13.Fire-fighting and fire detection
Article 14.Emergency routes and exits
Article 15.Procedures for serious and imminent danger and for danger areas
Article 16.Additional emergency measures in respect of dangerous substances
Article 17.Maintenance
Article 18.Safety assistance
Article 19.Provision of information to employees
Article 20.Provision of information to employers and the self-employed from outside undertakings
Article 21.Training
Article 22.Co-operation and co-ordination
