You asked:

1.       a) How many residents between the age of 18 and 64 in your local authority area currently live in an older people’s nursing or care home (i.e. a residential facility where the majority of residents are aged 65 or over)? 

-          As at 29/08/2017, we have 57 residents between the age of 18-64 that we currently fund in a ‘older people’s nursing or care home’ (i.e. a residential facility where the majority of residents are aged 65 or over).

b)      What is the average age of residents in each of those facilities in which a resident between the age of 18-64 resides? 

-          The average of this service user group is 56 years old.

 

2.       a) How many residents between 18 and 64 years of age with a neurological condition currently live in an older people’s nursing or care home in your local authority area (i.e. a residential facility where the majority of residents are aged 65 and over)? 

Our case management system categorises presenting need by ‘Service User Group’. This is the primary recognised issue that is recorded against each client.  For example, if a client has both a Physical Disability and a Mental illness, but their ‘primary’ reason to be known to the department is for their Physical Disability, then this is what we will be able to report on.

There are 6 residents between 18 and 64 years of age with a Primary Service User Group of Dementia or Brain Injury that currently live in an older people’s nursing or care home.

b) If possible, please provide a breakdown of numbers of people against the specific neurological conditions listed below:

- Multiple sclerosis

- Parkinson’s disease

- Motor neurone disease 

- Huntington’s disease

- Acquired traumatic brain injury – 2 (as per Primary Service User Group methodology outlined above)

The remaining 4 residents suffer from dementia which is not on the list above.
