How many private hire drivers did Leicester City Council licensing unit prosecute from Jan 2016 to Dec 2016 for plying for hire without a licence to do so and associated insurance offences?
Answer: 
Prosecutions where the offence date took place during the period of 01 January 2016 and 31 December 2016:
The number of private hire vehicle drivers who were suspected of having committed the offence of ‘flimping’ or acting as a hackney carriage without a licence to do so was eleven.

Each of the eleven drivers was prosecuted at the Magistrates’ Court for both flimping and for the offence of IN10, driving without insurance.
