Freedom of Information Act 2000-Continuous Employment Outcomes
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

Could you please tell me what locally determined verification systems you used to establish that adults who had moved off out-of-work benefits were in continuous employment for the period of time required to make a claim for success in the ‘achieving continuous employment result’. (i.e. how did you establish locally that the adult was in continuous employment and not just 'off' out-of-work benefits)
The Council has a contracted secondee from the Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) who is based within the Troubled Families team.   
Although based within Council offices, The DWP secondee has secure access to all DWP systems which were accessed to confirm eligibility for the work strand of the programme (an adult on an out of work benefit).   
The systems are also accessed to verify any adults that had moved off an out of work benefit, and whether they had moved into work.   
In these cases the DWP secondee tracked the individuals until such time required had lapsed to make a claim for success.  

In cases where it was identified from the DWP Systems that an individual had moved off an out of work benefit but that their destination was unknown, a claim has not been made.
