Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I am making this freedom of information request to ask about fee rates which are being paid to care homes within the local authority. I hope it will be possible to get answers to the following questions.

Please note that in order to respond to your request, the Council has used a snapshot date of 16/10/2017 as a sample. Council systems report residential/nursing care data as a ‘weekly commissioned cost’, and therefore taking a snapshot date is appropriate

Data has been included based on any residential/nursing care package funded by the local authority. This therefore includes placements to services both in and outside of the local authority area.

Please note that we have not been able to include NHS FNC data as part our response. 
This is due to the fact that the Council do not hold data relating to NHS FNC and we are informing you of this as required by Section 1(1) of the FOIA.

1. What is the average weekly fee currently (financial year 2017/18) being paid by your authority to support older (65+) residents of independent sector care homes in a) residential care and b) nursing care? Note: average weekly fees should be stated gross of user charges and net of NHS FNC payable by CCGs*

As at 16/10/2017, the average weekly fee being paid in residential care by Leicester City Council to support older (65+) residents of independent sector care homes in residential care = £518.26 p/w

As at 16/10/2017, the average weekly fee being paid in nursing care by Leicester City Council to support older (65+) residents of independent sector care homes in nursing care = £509.83 p/w

2. How many older (65+) residents are you currently** supporting in independent sector care homes for a) residential care and b) nursing care***?

As at 16/10/2017, the total number of residents the Council are currently supporting in independent sector care homes for residential care = 763

As at 16/10/2017, the total number of residents the Council are currently supporting in independent sector care homes for nursing care = 134

3. How many residents are you currently** supporting in local authority operated residential care homes***?

* For example, a local authority supports an individual in nursing care at a fee rate of £855 per week including NHS FNC and the local authority receives client contributions of £190 per week. With NHS FNC in England at £155 per week, the weekly fee gross of user charges and net of NHS FNC is £700.
