Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I hereby request a list of Business Rate accounts that meet the following criteria:
·        
Accounts where a 'write on' has been used since 1st April 2000 to 
cancel an overpayment which has not since been reversed. (I am not 
requesting a list of current credits as I know these are online)
I would request that the list contains the following information: 
·         
Ratepayer name (Information is only requested where the ratepayer is a 
company and not an individual as I appreciate this is limited by the 
Data Protection Acts). 

·         Address of property concerned.

·         Amount of write on.

·         If possible, the period/financial year relating to write on. 

In order to provide you with the information requested we would require each account (where money has been written back) to be manually checked to identify whether this was done due to a credit or for another reason. There are 27,090 cases and to provide the details required it would take between 5 to 10 minutes to go through each one.  At an average of 5 minutes per case, it would take 2258 hours.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
