You asked:
Temporary Accommodation - Nightly Rates

How many properties do you currently have on Temporary Accommodation?

Answer:

The Council itself owns and operates 2 hostel properties for the provision of temporary accommodation, one for single homeless and childless couples (44 units) and the other for homeless families (60 units). 

In addition, the Council currently operates a supplier framework for specified numbers of units of Supported Temporary Accommodation/ Emergency Accommodation for different groups. A complete breakdown of the providers, specified groups and respective number of units and price is publicly available; See the response to question 3 below.

However, for the avoidance of doubt, that supplier Framework is for the provision of the Housing Support at the accommodation (properties) made available by the contractor for the provision of such service, NOT solely for the provision of the accommodation itself. Moreover, rent charges for that accommodation are set by the contractor/landlord and funded through the service recipients Housing Benefit.

Other than the 20 units of supported temporary accommodation now commissioned for offenders (see below, Framework Contract Notice 1- Lot 1(now 10 units) and Lot 2(10 units), neither does the council otherwise specify the properties/specific address in the city or configuration of the accommodation to be used. 

On very rare occasions and in very particular and exceptional circumstances, the council may have no choice but to resort to the use of very short term B&B accommodation where no other realistic option exists to prevent crisis. However, the Council does not otherwise procure night by night accommodation properties of the type or basis listed below. 

Please can you advise us on the maximum that is paid per night for a Studio, 1 Bed, 2 Bed, 3 Bed & 4 Bed

See the answer above; the Council does not pay nightly rates for the accommodation itself.
Who are your largest 5 suppliers and how much do you pay them on average every month?

In respect of the commissioned housing support temporary accommodation, this is public information and exempt from release in this response under Section 21of the FOI Act – accessible elsewhere.
