Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I am writing to you under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 to request the following information from the Looked After Children (LAC) Care Teams or any other department which would have the information in respect of the following:
How many (LAC) looked after children are at risk of or involved in Radicalisation?
7.

How many (LAC) looked after children are at risk of or involved in Gangs?
4.

How many (LAC) looked after children are at risk of or involved in harmful sexual behaviours?
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded in a reportable format; it is not captured as part of our performance data.  Therefore, the requested information would be recorded on an individual’s case file and would require the manual trawl of each user record.  
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

For each of the 3 categories could you please confirm where the children are currently placed? (e.g. Mental Health / Secure settings / Residential care / Fostering)

Of those young people at risk of radicalisation all 7 are in foster care.

Of those at risk of or involved in gangs all 4 are on remand. 
  

For each of the 3 categories could you please provide this information for children aged between 8 and 17 years.   

Those involved in gangs or at risk of radicalisation all are between the age of 8 and 17.
