You asked:

All communications sent and received by Leicester City Council’s Counter Extremist Coordinator, with regard to the planned appearance of a speaker at the Athena conferencing and banqueting venue, Queen St, Leicester LE1 1QD


On consideration, the Council considers that this information is exempt from release under Section 40(1) of The FOI Act as the information constitutes your personal data (information about you, which is biographical) as defined under Section 1 of the Data Protection Act 1998 (DPA). 

To explain further, Section 40(1) of the FOI Act states:  
(1) Any information to which a request for information relates is exempt information if it constitutes personal data of which the applicant is the data subject.
Where such information is requested for disclosure to the wider world (which is how any disclosure made under the FOI Act must be considered) a consideration must be made as to whether this would breach Data Protection Principles. 

Here, the Council judges that disclosure to the wider world would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair and lawful processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes. 
Therefore, your request is being dealt with under the terms of Section 7 of the Data Protection Act 1998 as a Subject Access Request and will be answered within forty calendar days after receipt of the requested fee and ID requested below.
