All Young People (YP) referred by the Home Office under Dublin III 
regulation (with identified family links in Leicester City) were subject to 
assessments under Section 17 of the Children Act 1989. 

2. Provision of support for children transferred to the UK under the Dublin III regulation;
All assessments were needs-led and informed Leicester City Council’s levels of support delivered to each individual YP. The provisions ranged from the YP becoming looked after (as the placement with the family member proved to be non-viable) to the YP being referred to universal and targeted services for ongoing support. 

3. Liaison with the Home Office regarding children who are being assessed for transfer, or have been transferred, to the UK under the Dublin III regulation.
