Your request for information has now been considered. The Council does not hold the information requested.
You asked:

Please list all years from 2000-date for which the Local Authority holds aggregate data concerning the total numbers of young people between the ages of 16 and 19 who were at any time classified as NEET (Not in Education, Employment or Training) and were resident in the Local Authority area.

Answer: 

The Council does not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
2005 to date. Between 2003 and 2005, we have limited aggregate information regarding young people NEET at the end of the month or quarter, but not those NEET “at any time”. Some of this information is aggregated for Leicester and Leicestershire.  Prior to 2003, there is no information as the Connexion service in the area was in the process of development.

Please list all years from 2000-date for which the Local Authority holds individual records of young people between the ages of 16 and 19 who were at any time classified as NEET (Not in Education, Employment or Training), were resident in the Local Authority area, and whose records  include the following identifiers:

· Given/first name
· Family / last name

· Middle name

· Date of birth

· Sex

· Home address

· Postcode

The requested information is not held by the Council therefore this is a refusal notice under the provision of Section 1.1 of the Act.
From 2005 to date for the majority of data - our recording system does not include the middle name and will only include the address at last contact, rather than at NEET start date.  
In both cases, Leicester will only hold information regarding NEET in relation to the DfE reporting rules in force at the time. These have changed over the years from 16-19 to 16-18 to (currently) those of academic year age 12-13.
