You asked:

Please could you inform me if the Council has a policy to charge Internet providers for the signing off of a wayleave agreement for the installation of fibre optic cable into premises owned, but not occupied, by the Council.

If this is the case, please provide me with a list of the companies that you have levied such charges against, together with a copy of the relevant policy.

Leicester City Council does not have a policy to charge internet providers; therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. In accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
There is potential if the wayleave was required to cross an extensive area of land that we may well consider a charge but this would be assessed on a case by case basis.
