Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I am requesting information under the Freedom of Information Act relating to a road your authority is responsible for maintaining.
Specifically, my query relates to the A50 Groby Road, near the junction with Fosse Road Corner, outside the allotments. 
Please can you send me:

1) A copy of your current road maintenance policy relating to that road. Please send me the full policy, but this should include details of the intended frequency of road safety inspections, how these inspections should be conducted and the maximum time between identification of a defect and repairs being carried out.
For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, the Council Website, and is already in the public domain.

2) A copy of the road repair history for that road over the past year. Again, please send me the full road repair history, but this should include:
- dates of all safety inspections between 23rd December 2017 and 23rd February 2018.
- details of how safety inspections were undertaken (walked or driven, speed of inspection vehicle etc)
- details of all carriageway defects identified, with description, date and time
- details of how the authority handled these defects, what repairs were undertaken and the time between the identification of each defect and a repair being carried out.

Please find copies of the requested documents attached, please not staff names have been redacted. 

Junior staff names are exempt from release under Section 40(2) of The Act as they are personal data. The Council judges that this personal data is being processed for the purposes of employment and that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair and lawful processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes and this therefore acts as a refusal notice under s.17 of The Act.

The Highway Inspection Register shows details of routine safety inspections carried out in this financial year on Groby Road from Fosse Road North to the City boundary.

Inspections are walked.

Copies of repair orders issued following these inspections are attached for carriageway defects found during the inspections and they show the repair to be carried out.

A further repair order relates to the area between Fosse Road North and the BP Garage, 17185745. A make safe repair was carried out on 27/2/18 and a permanent repair on 11/3/18.

Completion dates for the work orders are as follows: 17181086 2/7/17, 17181087 2/7/17, 17181088 14/6/17, 17182299 10/9/18, 17184044 17/12/17.  Completion dates are not yet available for work orders 17186014 – 17186018 therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  In accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
