1. Confirmation of the make and model of the CCTV system(s) in use

Answer: Tyco Mosaic (City) Icon (Residential)
2. Confirmation of the date on which each CCTV system was installed and by whom

Prior to 2014 on both systems
3. A copy of the maintenance logs which detail or maintenance or upgrades to the system(s) 
4. A copy of the CCTV systems network diagram
5. A copy of all configuration logs

In respect of Qs3-5 above, this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 31 of the Act is being applied – law enforcement

Disclosure of the requested information to the wider world (which is how any disclosure made under the Act must be viewed) would be likely to have significant negative impact on the prevention and detection of crime and to on-going investigations being conducted.

The Council considers there is a strong public interest in avoiding prejudice to the prevention of crime and that this outweighs the public interest in disclosure to the wider world at this time.
