Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

I would respectfully like to make a request under the freedom of information act for a complete list of the questions and correct answers for all categories on the most recent knowledge test for new private hire driver applicants. As part of this request I would also like information pertaining to the previous date these questions were updated and the next date they are due to be updated, if known.

We have determined that the release of this information would likely prejudice the commercial interests of both the Council and all private hire companies providing this service. 

This information is therefore exempt from disclosure by virtue of section 43(2) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000, Commercial Interests and will not be released.
Under section 43(2), information is exempt if its disclosure to the wider world (which is how any disclosure made under the Act must be considered)  would, or would be likely to, prejudice commercial interests of any person (including the public authority holding it). 

The information is commercially sensitive and would be useful to rivals in a competitive environment. Disclosure would harm the commercial interests of the Council and that of current private hire firms. Releasing the test questions and answers would also undermine the professional relationship between current drivers who have legitimately completed the test and the Council licencing team.
