You asked for:
Can you inform me how Leicester city is spending or has allocated the Government money that was awarded to Leicester City to celebrate the 100 year partial vote for women?

Answer
Leicester has an exciting programme of events planned to commemorate the 100 year anniversary of the partial vote for women. Some activities have already occurred and on Sunday 4 February, Leicester commenced its Centenary City year with the unveiling of a statue of Alice Hawkins, who led the Suffragette movement in the city. 

A 300 strong procession adorned with newly designed Suffragette banners, a 40-strong choir, dozens of cycling suffragettes and representatives of women’s groups from Leicester and Leicestershire set off from the Secular Hall marching through the city centre in full voice towards the New Market Square.

In the New Market Square the statue was unveiled to 1,000 attendees with many hundreds more watching the procession through the city. An hour long programme of song, performance and speakers provided ceremony and context for the Suffragette movement and Alice’s life. The 7.5ft bronze statue, designed by Sean Hedges-Quinn, shows Alice as she might have looked at the height of the suffragette movement in 1912, when she would have regularly addressed the crowds at Leicester Market. The event attracted national media coverage.

Peter Barratt, Alice’s Great Grandson, is touring the schools of Leicester and Leicestershire talking about his Great Grandmother Alice Hawkins her WSPU campaign work in the city and her significance today to bring local history to life for pupils.

An exhibition exploring Leicester’s Suffrage Movement and Alice Hawkins’ life at New Walk Museum & Art Gallery from 27 October 2018 – 24 February 2019. Peter Barratt is planning 15 talks for schools at the museum as part of the education programme.

On 18 November 2018 Always and always facing towards the Light, a video mapping and live performance event celebrating the life of Alice Hawkins will be shown in New Market Square, in the shadow of Alice’s statue, telling the story of Hawkins life with dynamic light and sound bringing the story and buildings to life in the location of many of her historic speeches.
