Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Sustrans defines a low traffic neighbourhood (LTN) as a scheme where motor vehicle traffic in residential streets is greatly reduced. I recognise that the nomenclature for traffic-reducing schemes varies between different councils, and that ‘Active Travel’, ‘Clean Air’ or ‘Low Traffic’ neighbourhoods are all examples of traffic-reducing schemes, but not an exhaustive list. 

With this in mind:

1. please list the name/location of every LTN, traffic-reducing scheme or initiative that is/was primarily or partially intended as such scheme which is in operation or has operated within your council boundary from January 2020 to the present day this request is processed. 

2. Please, for each scheme, would you disclose: 

a. any report that provides the meeting minutes (including online) where schemes were discussed and agreed. 

b. any reports on the efficacy of such schemes. 

The Council holds some of the information you have asked for.

There have been 4 Low Traffic Neighbourhoods in Leicester since 2020, called Safer Streets Healthy Neighbourhoods (SSHN).

· Evington

· Rushey Mead

· Knighton

· Clarendon Park

One of the schemes (Rushey Mead) was cancelled after initial public engagement found a lack of support with local residents, the others were installed via experimental traffic regulation orders in 2022.  Another scheme, Evington, was removed following consultation in 2023.
There are no formal meeting minutes held. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
A monitoring report detailing the impacts of all schemes is attached. Please note that details of third parties involved have been redacted (removed). 

The Council judges that this personal data is being processed for the purposes of employment and that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1– fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes.  Therefore, this Information is exempt from release.
