Cutting down trees and bushes

The Council does not hold the details of the numbers of trees and brushes cut down and the cost of this.

Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
We work on an estimate of 660 losses of trees of at least some note in an average year.

Some trees are felled under a planned work programme and are recorded, others are lost under emergency conditions and are not recorded, others are lost for various other reasons, e.g. due to vandalism, and are unknown to us. 

Furthermore many small trees may be lost in a clearance operation and those numbers can’t be counted. Others are removed as part of thinning of woodland and also cannot be recorded.

In addition bushes (called “brushes” here), for which we use the term “shrub”, are not managed as individuals. They are managed by area e.g. 15m2 of dogwood. No numbers of individuals can be provided.
The cost of this work cannot be provided since works orders are issued containing clusters of instructions that may also include a range of operations besides felling. Also felling may be done on a schedule of rate (which itself has various levels) or an hourly rate, or under a combination of these mechanisms. This means there is no set price to draw from.
