Please present stats in the following method in a spreadsheet

Week beginning from 02/01/2017 how many were completed within a week 09/01/2017 how many were completed within a week
BIA 1 - LCC employee x
BIA 2 - Independent BIA y

We are unable to provide the numbers allocated to each BIA by week as the information requested is recorded on a monthly basis only.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The key to identifying the type of BIAs in the attached spreadsheet is as follows:

BIA 1 LCC Emp. = Full-time BIA for LCC

BIA 1 LCC Emp. Pooled = Assessors who undertake one assessment either every 2 or 3 months and have a minimum of 21 days to complete.

BIA 1 Health Pooled = Assessors employed in the NHS who undertake 2 assessments per year for LCC and have a minimum of 21 days to complete.

BIA 1 Independent = External commissioned assessors.

The independent BIAs are allocated based upon their capacity and when they can submit and so this is usually at least a couple of weeks after allocation. All pooled assessors undertake ‘further requests for DoLS authorisation’ assessments. Therefore, they have usually a minimum of 21 days notice upon which to deliver an assessment.

 
If it is possible, please indicate how many of these allocations were completed within the week they were allocated.

5 assessments were completed within the week that they were allocated. Cases cannot be allocated as they come in because of the ongoing waiting list so are allocated across the full-time BIAs in bulk.
