For each instance, please specify whether permission was granted, and whether the school/s have suggested alternative arrangements such as, for example, holding no faith or multi faith assemblies.

Answer:
Leicester City Council does not hold this information under s17.1 of the FOI Act.
Many schools request a "determination" with regards to RE. Each request is handled by our Standing Advisory Council on Religious Education (SACRE). In order to answer this FOI request, it would involve SACRE searching and reading through SACRE minutes for the mentioned dates. 
SACRE does not have to respond to the request under section 12 of the FOI Act if it would take over 18 hours to provide you with the information. We estimate it will take More than 18 hours to locate and read the relevant minutes for the past 5+ years. You may wish to consider refining your request by reducing the number of years you have requested? Alternatively, you could contact individual schools.
