The Council does not hold the information you have asked for.

This information is not available, on the grounds that any safety Audits or Risk Assessments conducted at the time of the creation of the Pedestrian Priority Zone are no longer retained given the time since the works were undertaken.
There are no on-going specific Risk Mitigations related to the interaction of people walking, wheeling or cycling in the PPZ. Periodic messaging of the shared space status and need for ‘considerate’ behaviour by all street users takes place only on an ad hoc basis.
