Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am seeking information on vehicle accidents involving licensed Taxis and Private Hire vehicles over the past 3 years (individually 2021/2022/2023). 

 

Ideally I would like to know the number of accidents reported per year and the number (if any) of fatal accidents involving licensed vehicles.

The Council holds the information you have asked for.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Although all accidents involving a licenced vehicle are reported to Leicester City Council, this information is not recorded in a reportable format.  Staff would need to check the records of every licenced vehicle and review all the case note to establish if the vehicle had been involved in an incident for the 3 year period requested.  There are over 1,600 vehicles currently registered, allowing 5 minutes to review each record would far exceed the prescribed limit
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act.
