•            How many heat pumps have been installed by the council in council owned social housing?

Number of heat pumps installed by LCC into our social housing stock for the periods 2021/22, 2022/23, 2023/24, 2024/25 is zero.
The Housing Division is taking a fabric first approach and as such has been to investing in improving the energy efficiency of its stock before switching from gas fired combination boilers to heat pumps.  Our priority is to make sure heat, and hot water remains affordable for our Social Housing tenants.  Fitting a heat pump in a house that isn’t highly insulated will increase the energy costs for its residents.

However, we are currently building new council houses on two sites in the city, and these will be fitted with heat pumps.  We have also been successful securing SHDF funding to fit communal heat pumps that will provide heat and hot water for 100 newly refurbished flats in the city.
