Answer:

22 Silver Street has been withdrawn from the leasing market in favour of disposal at Auction. All offers we received did not meet a suitable market rent value or terms. 
After some considerable time of marketing the building, the Asset Disposal Board reviewed all offers and determined that any offer must meet its fiduciary duty under legislation and therefore in the absence of acceptable offers, it made the decision to sell the building on the open market to generate a capital receipt. 
The building has therefore been valued for disposal and will be sold at Auction. Should you be interested in purchasing the building, we will keep your details on file and invite you to register to bid with the Auctioneer at the appropriate time. Please do let us know.
