The City has one Site of Special Scientific Importance (SSSI) which is Gipsy Lane Pit. It is designated as a ‘geological’ SSSI for Earth Heritage features related to specific sedimentary structures (see Natural England citation here: 1004537.PDF (naturalengland.org.uk) ).
We have not instructed the use of any glyphosate-based herbicides at our SSSI (Sites of Special Scientific Interest).
