Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am writing to request information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 concerning all currently licensed private hire vehicles (PHVs) and hackney carriage vehicles (HCs) operated by  Leicester City Council

Specifically, I would like to request the following information:

License number (PHV and HC) along with its expiry dates.

Vehicle make and model.

Vehicle colour.

Date of first registration with the DVLA.

Date of the last MOT test or, the date of the next MOT.

Information that is not exempt from release is already in the public domains and can be found on the Council Website via the following link:

Open Data - Licensed vehicles — Leicester Open Data
Therefore, this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied.

Vehicle registration dates and MOT details are withheld as the Council considers that Section 40(2) (personal data) of the Act applies.

Personal data relating to third parties (i.e., a party other than the person requesting the information) is not for disclosure to the wider world, which is how any such disclosure must be viewed. This data combined with the car make/model/colour and geographical data etc. would identify vehicles and reveal personal information.
The Council judges that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified, legitimate and explicit purposes.
