If so, please share this list splitting it into residential and nursing and which items of equipment you deem standard and specialist. 

2. In meeting individual assessed needs of those in residential/ nursing care, is there loaned equipment that is provided through a prescription to meet need via your community equipment service?  If so, please share this list of equipment
Please find attached a copy of the Policy for provision of equipment into care settings which includes an equipment matrix.  

We will shortly be providing further clarification about the provision of specialist seating into care settings and what is meant by bespoke – which is designed or bio-engineered and/or manufactured for a specific client (body shape, posture or dimension) and which cannot be used by anyone else.  

This means that modular seating would not be considered to be bespoke and therefore would need to be provided by the care setting, a health professional would assist with assessment and also potential suppliers of specialist seating to the care setting.

3. In meeting individual assessed needs of those in residential/ nursing care, are there any other organisations/ providers providing equipment? if so, can you please list the organisation and the equipment provided for each.
