I am requesting photos of external property features or building works taken from public or council property, these are usually not protected under GDPR.

Answer:

The above information is exempt from disclosure because it is personal information of someone else (a third party). The following exemption / exception apply:

FOIA section 40(2) (personal data)
EIR regulation 12(3) (personal data)
Personal data relating to a third party (someone other than the person requesting the information) is not for disclosure to the wider world, which is how any such disclosure must be viewed.
The Council judges that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified, legitimate and explicit purposes.
This letter therefore constitutes a refusal notice under section 17(1) of the FOIA and regulation 14 of the EIR.
