You asked:

I should like to request the following information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000:

 

The fleet list of vehicles operated by Leicester City Council, to include:

· Vehicle make and model

· Year of production/model year

· Vehicle type/purpose (e.g. community transport, rubbish disposal, etc.)

· Whether the vehicle is owned or leased

· Year of purchase/lease agreement

Please find the relevant information attached.  

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

With regard to the year of production/model year, this information is not recorded in a reportable format.  This would be recorded on the registration documents for each vehicle.  In order to answer your request, we would need to locate and trawl through the registration documents for over 700 vehicles.  Allowing 5 minutes per record would require over 58 hours of officer time.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
