You asked:

I would like to make the following Freedom of Information request:

1/ How many EV (Electric Vehicle) charging points do you currently have across the town/city?
28 charge points installed by the Council, out of a total of c.160 in the City of Leicester. Other installations include the Highcross Shopping Centre (86), supermarkets and hotels. Details of all Leicester’s charge points can be found at; https://www.zap-map.com 

2/ How many EV charging points were there in 2018 and 2017 (this could be at the end of 2018 and end of 2017)?
As per Answer 1. The Council’s 28 charge points were installed between 2013 and 2016.

3/ How many EV charging points will you have by the end of 2019?

By the end of 2019 we estimate there will be a total of c.180 charge points in Leicester. Later this year the Council will be installing 22 on-street charge points on selected residential streets. It is also possible that the first installations from a current procurement exercise for up to fifty charging sockets will be in place. Twenty eight of these will be geared towards providing charging infrastructure for electric taxis in the city.
