Information prior to 2016 is not recorded; therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  In accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
From March 2016 to Sept 2019 - 12 Tribunals.

Of these cases how many were for a refusal to:
• assess a child's EHC needs - 0 (refusal to Assess a request)
• make a statement of their special educational needs - 3 (Refusal to issue a plan)
• reassess their special educational needs - 7 (Provisions only 2 + Provision & School Name 5)
• Naming of School in EHCP = 2
• create an EHC plan - we interpret this as same as ‘Assess a child’s EHC needs’ – see above point 1
• change what’s in a child’s special educational needs statement or EHC plan -we interpret this as same as above points 2 & 3

  
• maintain the statement or EHC plan – Nil.
