A) The reasonable cost of the carrying out by or on behalf of the district council of inspections of hackney carriages and private hire vehicles for the purpose of determining whether any such licence should be granted or renewed;
B) The reasonable cost of providing hackney carriage stands; and

C) Any reasonable administrative or other costs in connection with the foregoing and with the control and supervision of hackney carriages and private hire vehicles.

The income received for vehicle fees is used to cover the cost of administering and enforcing the vehicle licensing regime.
