You asked:
 

Would you kindly confirm what measures the County Council and or the Education Authority are taking to prevent the transmission of COVID 19 on School buses that you are providing for the transport of pupils.
Answer:
Note - During Covid 19, the Council has commissioned or supported additional buses to duplicate trips on existing commercial bus services. (NB: We do not normally commission school buses as city pupils use the commercial bus network.) Pupils with a valid ticket can use both the normal scheduled service buses and the additional “duplicate” buses.

Measures include:

· Abiding by government guidance on permitted loading levels but with no allowance for standees

· Vehicles cleaned after each school run 

· Driver screens

· “Closed” operation of duplicate school buses which means they are restricted to pupils and are not available to the general public

· Rapid deployment of multi-operator mobile ticketing products for school pupils which enabled cashless & contactless operation on duplicate buses and contactless operation on existing commercial services 

· Masks – to be worn on board with supporting signing / information

· Working with schools, providing and encouraging the use of hand-sanitizers before leaving school / boarding

Please confirm if the Education Authority or local government is specifying a product, method of application or paying an amount for the school bus operator to disinfect the vehicle to prevent the transmission of COVID 19?
Cleaning after each trip is included in the contract.
