On W/C 14/09/2020 a leaflet promoting the Council's recycling efforts was sent to every household in the city. The leaflet was labelled Leicester 1 | ALUPRO. Please disclose how much the printing and postage of this leaflet has cost the public purse i.e. the Council.

The leaflet encouraging metal recycling which was recently delivered to households in Leicester, is one of two leaflets for this campaign. The costs incurred by Leicester City Council for the printing and postage of these leaflets is £6,348.75 each. 

It was noted in deciding to deliver this campaign, that, since 2012, it has been run in over 90 other local authorities across the UK. These other Councils have seen on average the metal in their kerbside recycling increase by 18%. Our last analysis of recycling in Leicester indicated that 55% of metals available for recycling were not being captured, thus indicating the importance of initiatives such as this to reach out to all households in a proportionate and direct way.
