Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please can you provide a list of the MSOA that Leicester City Council proposes to add to the city under the Leicester City LGR proposal. If MSOA have not been used as the building blocks, or parts of MSOA have been used, then please provide a list of the LSOA that will be added to create the expanded city boundary. If parts of LSOA have been used, then same again for Output Areas. If MSOA/LSOA have not been used by the proposal, then please provide a list of the electoral wards that will be added to the city. I only require a list of used MSOA/LSOA/OA codes and no further information.
The Council’s response is as follows: 

The Council applies s22 which states: 
(1) Information is exempt information if— 
(a) the information is held by the public authority with a view to its publication, by the authority or any other person, at some future date (whether determined or not), 
(b) the information was already held with a view to such publication at the time when the request for information was made, and 
(c) it is reasonable in all the circumstances that the information should be withheld from disclosure until the date referred to in paragraph (a).
The Council is currently developing proposals for local government reorganisation/devolution which are required to be submitted to Government by 28th November. These will be published once submitted.
This is a qualified exemption and the Council has considered the Public Interest Test. 

Factors in favour of disclosure: 

· Transparency in relation to the possible changes to Local Government. 

Factors in favour of maintaining the exemption: 

· Planned communication to the public through appropriate channels with clarity as to the information and the impact upon members of the public. 
· Information should be disseminated in a structured way rather than through piecemeal disclosure via FOIA, which could lead to incorrect interpretation of information and cause unrest for residents. 
The Council considers the public interest test falls in favour of maintaining the exemption.
