Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
1. The electric vehicle charging point with the highest £p/kw which is therefore the most expensive £/kw charging point. Please give data broken down by charging point type – a) ultra-rapid b) rapid c) fast or d) slow 

Answer:
Between 2013 and 2021 the Council's charge point partner was Chargemaster Ltd (now part of bp Pulse). The Council provided drivers with free electricity, but to access the energy users had to pay Chargemaster a monthly membership fee; information which is not available to the Council. During this time the Council received no revenue from charge point operations.

The Council has now switched to EB Charging Ltd as its principal charge point partner and from 2021 charging will be on a PAYG basis.
a) Leicester City Council has no ultra-rapid charging points

Electric Blue Charging Ltd. Fast and Rapid chargers to be installed on a rolling basis from 2021.  

b) rapid charger cost to public ​= £0.35/kWh 

c) fast ​charger cost to public = £0.30/kWh  

d) slow charger, please see answer to (2) below

The Council has also appointed Char.gy Ltd to provide slow chargers for a trial of on-street charging in residential areas, without access to off-street parking.
