Please find the relevant information attached. The service level agreement with schools supplied by Leicester City Council is open ended but runs from 1st August – 31st July. 
Yearly values vary from school to school and depend upon whether or not City Catering collects the paid for meal income directly or whether the school is charged on a per meal basis; the number of free school meals and universal free school meals, the number of pupils eligible for each and the number of pupils attending each school. Schools may also be charged if they choose to use Leicester City Council to provide a kitchen maintenance service. Therefore, Leicester City Council does not hold this information; this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
