You asked:
Please provide information about the permission/s which allowed building waste rubble and soil to be deposited on land at Beaumont Park LE4 1DZ, between 2011 and 2013. I would like to know which authority granted the permission, and who the permission was granted to.
ANSWER:  
The increase in level of the site was covered in the recent approved application 20132313 as variation of condition 2 (attached to planning permission 20090571) among the other conditions. Planning permission was granted retrospectively in May 2014.
The report to committee stated that:

Condition 2 Site and Floor Levels

Condition 2 required the submission of details showing the existing site levels and finished floor levels prior to commencement of development. On site a significant amount of material has been deposited. The applicant has stated that these are to remain as the land levels and no further material will be deposited. The applicant is therefore seeking to vary the condition. I consider that condition can be varied to ensure that no further alterations are made to the site levels unless agreed in writing with the City Council as local planning authority.

Planning permission was granted by Leicester City Council as local planning authority. The application was approved by Planning and Development Control Committee on 14 May 2014
