I would like information on official magazines/newsletters published in a printed format each year by the council and distributed to local residents.

Answer:

Leicester City Council produces Leicester Link as its official council magazine which is distributed to every household in the city. 
I would like to know the number of times each year such publications are published as well as the cost of publishing and distributing. Please show these costs separately,

To date this has been published on the basis of 4 issues per year. One of these issues is a larger edition to include the City Mayor’s annual report (64 pages rather than 48 pages). There has been a recent decision to reduce to 3 issues per year which will now be the case but this will continue to include one issue which incorporates the annual report. 


Please could you also ensure that the costs are expressed as an annual total as well as per issue with a gross cost of publishing as well as a net cost after advertising revenue.

The attached spreadsheet shows the costs based on 2012/13.
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
