You asked:
I would like to receive the following:

 

·     Your selection criteria for Part P and renewables installers on all tendering and contract based selection exercises (inclusive of Housing, Leisure & Culture, Health & Social, Education, Highways, Repair & Maintenance, Environmental Health, Building Control & Renewable Energy departments).

Housing Contract Procurement

Our selection criteria is based on a combination of price and quality scoring dependent on the works that are entailed.  

We request that where a contract is being procured solely for work in domestic situations the Electrical Competent Person Scheme can be adopted as a criteria for contractor selection. Indeed this is the case for the domestic rewire and upgrade contract, where we would be happy to consider any tender submission from a scheme member. 
The Housing department also has electrical contracts which require electrical competence in industrial and commercial environments (as well as domestic) and therefore a higher level of competence is required in terms of professional body membership. All of this depends on the type of works to be carried out. For example, where 3-phase 400V work is likely, the housing department would require full membership of the ECA or NICEIC.

·     Details on the process for obtaining approved status for Part P and renewables installers who are certified under Stroma Certification’s Competent Person Schemes.

Suppliers wishing to tender for work with Leicester City Council should be aware that we do not operate with approved lists for suppliers.  Individual works contracts are advertised for suppliers on the following link: http://www.sourceleicestershire.co.uk/.  Leicester City Council also refer on specific projects to the exor accreditation list.  The website can be found at  http://www.exorms.co.uk/.   The exor scheme checks for compliances and offers accreditation for suppliers in specific markets.  In terms of internal evaluations of suppliers relating to this query, the section headed Housing Contract Procurement details the requirements.
