You asked:
I request to know the number of parking tickets issued in the area which you gave me a ticket. I also want to know the number of appeals and % of the success rate. Moreover, I also request to know general grounds for appeals in the same area and the reasons for accepting/declining an appeal in the area I was issued the ticket.
ANSWER: 
In the month of August 2014, 96 Penalty Charge Notices (PCNs) were issued on Church Gate. Out of the 96 PCNs we have not received any appeals to date, only 15 challenges against their parking ticket, of which all were unsuccessful, the below show a breakdown of the PCN’s issued and the grounds for challenge.
