506 social rented homes have been completed in Leicester between 01.04.10 – 30.06.14
How many affordable rented homes have been built in your local authority area since May 6th 2010?

232 affordable rented homes have been completed in Leicester between 01.04.10 – 30.06.14
How many social rented homes to be built in each of the next three years in your local authority area have, at this point in time, both planning permission and financing in place?

How many affordable rented homes (not including social rent) to be built in each of the next three years in your local authority area have, at this point in time, both planning permission and financing in place?

In addition to completions, we also monitor the number of new affordable housing homes which have secured funding and/or have started on site (‘Committed’ future supply).  Not all of our committed  supply will have secured planning consent yet.  In terms of our committed supply, as at 30.06.14, we expect to see the following units completed in each of the next 3 years in Leicester:

01.07.14 – 31.03.15: 3 x social rent; 361 x affordable rent

01.04.15 – 31.03.16: 6 x social rent; 87 x affordable rent

01.04.16 onwards: no committed supply
