For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, e.g. the Council Website.

2) How many public seating areas are located within your local authority area?
We do not specifically record public seating areas, but we do record the number of public seats on the highway, in parks and on housing land where the public can sit down.
Our records show that there are 422 seats on the highway. Some of these will be groups of seats such as in the city centre but the majority will be individual ones at locations across the whole of the city. We have a total of 1423 seats over all parks and open spaces including the riverside and all play areas. In addition we have a total of 79 benches on housing land.
The Council does not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
